Peter A. Lichtenberg, Ph.D., ABPP is the Director of The Institute of Gerontology and the Merrill Palmer Skillman Institute and Professor of Psychology at Wayne State University in Detroit He is particularly interested in the area of intersection between financial capacity and financial exploitation; finding ways to balance autonomy and protection for older adults. In 2013 he published the first nationally representative study on predictors of older adult scam victims. He recently completed the creation of the Lichtenberg Financial Decision Making Rating Scale, and the Lichtenberg Financial Decision Screening Scale: He has authored 7 books and over 200 scientific articles and book chapters in Geropsychology including being the senior editor for the American Psychological Association’s Handbook of Clinical Geropsychology.

We are soliciting abstracts for posters, individual papers, symposia and workshops. Individual papers and symposia are delivered in 90 minute sessions normally comprising three to four individual presentations. Workshops are of a similar duration and may also involve multiple presenters.
The title of the presentation should not exceed 50 words. 

The length for the abstract is a maximum of 200 words. If there are any references, these are to be included in the 200-word total. The abstract is to be formatted in accord with the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (6th Edition). 
For symposia, the abstract provided should summarise the theme of the research to be presented as part of the symposium. Individual abstracts will be requested of each presenter should the symposium be accepted as part of the conference proceedings.

Oral presentation and poster abstracts should include an overview of the results found and highlight the practical implications of the research.

1. Abstracts submitted that do not comply with the formatting requirements noted in the Abstract Submission Details above will be returned to the submitting author for correction. 2. Titles of submissions and authors cannot be changed once accepted for inclusion in the conference program.


3. In anticipation of the publication of abstracts, the APS requires that you grant the Society a non–exclusive right to publish, reproduce, distribute, display and store the abstract worldwide in all forms (including on the Society’s website), formats and media now known or as developed in the future, including print, electronic and digital forms. You will retain copyright of your abstract, in addition to the moral rights you are entitled to as author of the abstract. The agreement will be forwarded upon abstract acceptance.


4. Acceptance of your submission for the conference means that you will be there to present if accepted. Presenting authors are required to register for the conference no later than 31st August, 2017.
